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Teen-TripAdvisor
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Play the audio version of the article (www.mg-plus.
net/dasrad215) and ask the class to read along in their
magazines. Nominate volunteers to take on the roles of
the Teen-TripAdvisor reviewers and to read the articles
aloud. Stop after each paragraph and ask: Wie findet
ihr den Europa-Park/das Tropical Islands Resort/das
Phantasialand? Encourage students to use opinion phrases
such as ich finde /ich mag ...(nicht) and write those on
the board. Students should then complete SCHREIBE!
Ask Students to do DISKUTIERE! in writing. Nominate
volunteers to read out their reviews and discuss them
with the class.

Ask the class to discuss ANTWORTE! in small groups.
Then challenge the groups to write down the names
of as many zoo animals as possible. The team with

the most zoo animals wins. Ask students to read the
article independently with their speaking partners and
to complete SCHREIBE! while doing so. Play the audio
version of the article (www.mg-plus.net/dasrad21s)
and ask students to check their answers as they read
along. Stop the audio clip after each paragraph if
necessary. Students should then continue with UBE! in
writing. Extension: Challenge volunteers to transpose
the sentences in UBE! into the plural, for example: 1.
Schimpansen spielen und klettern gern. Discuss the
answers in class. For homework, ask students to complete
DISKUTIERE! in writing.

Begin with ANTWORTE! as a class activity. Then read the
introduction to the article. Ask students to translate the
five questions in bold (questions only, not the answers)
into the classroom language and to write them down.
Then ask students to close their magazines. Play the audio
version of the article (www.mg-plus.net/dasrad215) and
ask students to write down the key points to the answers
of the five questions in the classroom language. Students
should then read the article in pairs and check their notes
for accuracy. Then invite students to complete KREUZ AN!
and UBE! Ask: Welche temporalen Adverbien kennt ihr
noch? Ask students to highlight the temporal adverbs in
the article (seit, mit drei Jahren, viermal pro Woche, etc.)
Students should then do DISKUTIERE! in writing. Discuss
with the class at the end of the lesson.

words and phrases they underlined. Students should
enter the correct superlatives in the gaps in UBE! and
then continue with SCHREIBE! Extension for higher
achieving students: Invite volunteers to take turns asking
a classmate next to them a question. Having answered it,
the classmate will then turn to another student to ask a
question and so on. Where applicable introduce further
interrogative pronouns, such as wie, wie viel and wann. At

Grammar in context |
The Superlative

Explanation

The superlative indicates the maximum degree of the
quality of an adjective.

A superlative can be formed with am and -sten or with the
definite article (der, die or das) and -ste.

The superlative with the definite article:

We form a superlative with a definite article by adding the
ending —ste to the adjective. The superlative comes before
the noun. It follows the same declension as an adjective.

Example:

Mbappé ist der schnellste Fufiballer.

Chihuahuas sind die kleinsten Hunde.

Tip: The ending of the superlative is -este if the adjective
ends in -d, -f§, -sch, -t, -tz, -x oder -z.

Example:

Der Kuchen ist stif3. Der Schoko-Kuchen ist der stiReste
Kuchen /am stiResten.

Sometimes the vowel of the adjective is changed into an
umlaut in the superlative.

Example:

grofl  die grofdte Chance

lang  das ldngste Spiel

Some superlatives are irregular. You have to learn them!
gut der/die/das beste (Plural: die besten) + Nomen
viel der/die/das meiste (Plural: die meisten) + Nomen
gern der/die/das liebste (Plural: die liebsten) + Nomen
Example:

Sina hat eine gute Idee, aber Lotta hat die beste Idee.

Ben hat viele Bonbons, aber Anton hat die meisten Bonbons.
